1988. The Kaas phenomenon began: the hit singles "Mon mec à moi" and "Mademoiselle chante le blues" became the refrains of the 1990s.

1998. Patricia Kaas is the undisputed queen of song, having won six Victoires de la Musique and gained millions of fans all over the world. As the 21st century dawned, Patricia became the most listened-to French artist in the world.

2008. After 16 million albums sold in over 47 countries, Patricia has returned to the shadow of the studio and the lights of the concert hall. 

She has been working hard and, with disconcerting talent, has produced her Kabaret, a unique spectacle which is her passionate, personal tribute to the 1930s.

In an age in which downloading and virtual recordings have taken the heart out of music, Patricia Kaas is bringing some nobility and glamour back to the scene.

An essential artist in everyone’s collection, Patricia has created 12 new songs, which prove that music is first and foremost an emotional and physical support, an art that must be shared.

Containing songs from the repertoire and original songs, at one moment Kurt Weil saluting Django, the next the steps of Tango dancers sliding on the waxed parquet floor, with nods to Garbo and Gabrielle Chanel... this is Kabaret, the new experience from Patricia Kaas - her world, her truth, finally unveiled to the public! Yes, her truth, as Kabaret is definitely the most personal work yet by this prodigious artist. So, as the phrase goes: “Come to the Kabaret!” Her Kabaret!

This unique show is more than a concert tour; it’s a jewel of original songs, accompanied by some of the most famous recordings by this great artist.

A total of 20 songs and surprises, making Kabaret the most successful and most elegant show ever conceived.

A magnificent tour of 1930s cabaret - here is Buenos Aires and its Tango updated by Brifo, spotted in the Yellow and in the Gotan Project, and here is Paris, with its light gypsy swing, played by the Caravan Palace, or Michel Cusson, the genial jazzman from Uzeb, who will show you Berlin and its smoky cellars... 

Savour this tribute to Patricia’s heroines: Suzy Solidor, Martha Graham, Greta Garbo…

The visuals are by Solve Sundsbo, the genial photographer of Saint Laurent, Bally and Gucci campaigns, the Numéro man, whose worldwide influence on imagery is uncontested. 

So here is the Kabaret!

Arranged and produced by Frédéric Helbert, Patricia’s long-time accomplice and arbiter of taste on the French music scene.

Surrounded by major stars from contemporary dance, opera, the electro and pop scenes, Patricia is marking her return with a capital K!

The set design is by Christophe Martin from the Fondation Pierre Bergé and Bob Wilson, who has also brought in his lighting designer Urs Schoenbaum.

The choreography is by Régis Obadia, an important contemporary choreographer who was at the origin of New French Dance, received the Masque d’Or for the ballet "Le Sacre du Printemps" in Moscow, and directed the prestigious CNC in Angers and Le Havre.

All that was needed was a prestigious fashion label to dress Patricia, which will be the timeless modernity of Lanvin, as incarnated by Alber Elbaz.

Working together on the same project, all these people have devised a passionate spectacle, an ode to elegance and to the music that we all love so well.

Always committed to pleasing her fans, Patricia’s ephemeral new show is definitely original, as the album containing the new songs will only be released in the spring of 2009.

City after city, appealing to an even wider public and winning over new fans... 

And what about the album, I hear you ask... well, the Kabaret album is another story, a story you will hear later.
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
